
Policies

Purpose of the PFP Networking Groups

This group was formed with the vision that there would be 2 live meetings per year and have been designed to afford each participant the opportunity to gain from the knowledge and perspective of his or her most successful peers. Due to limited seating and the nature of a networking group, it is important that each participant make a commitment to attend each meeting. 

Cost of Meetings

The cost of the meetings will be determined by the speaker that the group decides to hire and the location. There is no profit generated by the AICPA in supporting these groups; these efforts are being made strictly to support our membership. The meetings will qualify for CPE. 

Cancellation

Any registrants that cancel or withdraw from the meeting for any reason within ten (10) business days of the meeting date will receive a 50% refund on the registration cost and 100% refund on the cost of the group dinner.  Any registrants that cancel or withdraw from the meeting within 3 business days will only be refunded the cost of the group dinner, if applicable.

Bringing a Guest

The “guest” will have the option of paying full registration fee, if they plan to attend both days, or ½ the registration fee if they plan to attend Thursday only. CPE or the guest’s position with the firm is not a factor, as the meeting registration fee serves to cover meeting expenses (food, room rental, AV etc…) for ALL attendees, regardless of their position in the firm or whether or not they’re getting CPE.

Harassment

All forms of harassment, sexual or otherwise, are deemed inappropriate behavior for the meetings.  Professional behavior and mutual respect is expected from all participants, and anyone deemed acting otherwise will be asked to leave immediately.  The meeting chair and staff liaison ultimately will make these decisions and will pursue the appropriate course of action.

Other Guidelines

Meeting Capacity

Regular number of members: maximum 20; minimum 10

Dates and Locations

Meeting frequency, dates, and location should be set one year in advance to facilitate planning and promotion by 2/3 vote of group members.

Meeting Content

Members are expected to make presentations on subject matter that they think other members will benefit from.  What is shared is private to the group... open presentations are expected.

Chair

The chair position will be rotated among members of the group, each participating in this capacity for one or more consecutive meetings.  The chair for the next meeting or group of meetings should be elected at the current meeting.
